We will rejoice and celebrate all the more 
when we are able to come back together, to share stories of what it was like, to laugh, to cry, and to 
share hugs and handshakes again. Until then, day by day, let’s hold one another in prayer.

A CALL TO RETURN: SPIRITUAL REFLECTIONS ON RACIAL JUSTICTE As we seek to sustain and 
grow the work of remembrance, repentance and reparations, we need an ever-deeper reliance 
on God and on the hoped-filled resources of faith tradition. Community Minister for Racial 
Justice Carlyle Stewart hosts a series of town hall meetings and weekly sessions that address 
how our activism for racial justice and equity is grounded in our faith. Check our Racial 
Justice Ministries playlist on our YouTube Channel every week for new recordings of the 
Wednesday evening sessions, as well as any Sunday afternoon town hall meetings. Find new vid-
eos here or on our Facebook page every Friday. The group will take a break on October 21 and 
will resume weekly meetings on October 28.
