Today, we welcome Rev. Matt Carriker, founding Pastor of Agape Spiritual Community in
Waltham, a newer church “start-up.” Matt is an ordained United Church of Christ minister,
author, spiritual coach, and retreat leader, who has been leading Agape since it was formed in
2014. Agape describes itself as:
a community of contemplatives in action, with devotional, heart-centered music and
worship that fills our spiritual cups. As a pluralistic Christian congregation, Agape is
centered on Jesus, while living into the affirmation that God is still speaking, and
affirming that there is beauty, wisdom, and life found in all religions rooted in love.
