e We pray for the people of Haiti, where water, food, and fuel shortages are leading to
widespread protests, violence, and civil unrest.

e We pray for the people of Iran, especially women, as anti-government protests continue.

e We pray for those experiencing the loss of vital reproductive rights across the nation, and all
those who care about them. We pray for our country in the lasting wake of changing
reproductive rights: for all those struggling through the moral and political complexities of
pregnancy and childbearing, and for the integrity of our legal and judicial institutions at a time
of extreme political polarization.

e We pray for the people of Ukraine and stand in hope and solidarity as they continue to resist
unjust and unlawful Russian invasions and retake occupied regions, even in the face of
escalating violence. We pray for all soldiers and civilians in Ukraine, Russia and surrounding
areas, and all global regions impacted by the violence of war.

e We pray for all who are affected by COVID-19.

e We pray for the 14 men who are finding sustenance and protection in our First Church Shelter,
and we pray for the guests of the Friday Café, who are finding food and listening ears.
